In addition to a solo performance (10 minutes maximum), the candidate will be required to conduct, sight sing, sight read an accompaniment and transpose a melody at the audition.

Auditions will be schedule at the convenience of the applicant and the committee.
Applications and supporting material must be postmarked no later than January 30, 2012.
